A Perfect Example of Total Surrender to 

God’s Will 

    The Annunciation of the Lord is a Solemnity in 

our catholic faith that commemorates the 

moment when the Angel Gabriel announced to 

the Virgin Mary that she would conceive and bear 

Jesus Christ, the Son of God. This is celebrated on 

March 25, nine months before Christmas, 

symbolizing the period of Christ’s conception and 

birth. The Annunciation is the first Joyful Mystery 

of the Rosary. 

    This event fulfills Old Testament prophecies, 

such as Isaiah 7:14: “The virgin shall conceive and 

bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.” 

Mary’s response, "Fiat" (Let it be done to me), is 

an example of perfect surrender to God’s will. It 

teaches us: Trust in God’s plan even when it is 

not fully understood. 

    The Annunciation is an invitation for all 

Christians to imitate Mary’s virtues: Faith – 

Trusting in God’s word. Humility – Accepting 

God’s call with a servant’s heart. Obedience – 

Following God’s will completely. 

    The Annunciation of the Lord celebrates God's 

love for humanity and Mary’s unique role in 

God's plan. It invites us to respond to God’s call 

with faith, humility, and openness—just as Mary 

did. Lets celebrate this significant moment in 

salvation history with pure joy and gratitude.
